Colour within the line

Jackson Pollock was an American non 
representational artist (abstract 
expressionist). Know that artist use different
ways of working- being creative.

Textiles as a form of art- begin sorti
ng and joining fabric by cutting, sticking 
and stitching

Collage as a form of art. Know a 
picture can be made using other 
materials not just by using pencils, 
pens and paints.

Pablo Picasso is famous because he 
was experimental. He saw the world
in new ways.

Explore painting techniques- different 

brush sizes and consistencies- opaque
to transparent (washes)

Printing as a form of art. 
Experiment with finger print, 
sponge print, leaf print.

3D work- understand

sculpture is art.

Primary and secondary 
colours.

David Hockney- lots of 
different subject matter for his 
artwork: landscapes, popart
, portraits, digital art.

Textiles- explore textural effects, 
(weaving, stitching, cutting, joining, 
printing). 

Tints and shades in painting. 
Different effects; blocking in colour,
washes, layering, thickened paint.

Lobo- Brazilian artist inspired by 
Brazilian culture. Influenced by 
popartists (Warhol, Llichtenstein)

Figure drawing- full length 
proportions. Focus on line 
and movement. Use of 
shadows. 

Claude 
Monet- how he 
used  loose 
brushstrokes to 
suggest form.

Stephen 
Wiltshire-
architectural 
drawing requires 
close 
observation. 

Drawing techniques- cross 
hatching, pointillism to show
form and shadows.

Textiles- using various techniques to create a
picture- could be a landscape or story from 

another culture.

Drawing/painting

3D work Construct  objects for their 
first class assembly and Christmas 
show; using scissors/glue 
independently.
